Create and complete your application form on a computer, providing all information on one side of 
an 8 ½” x 11” page, single-spaced in a 10 point or larger font.  Other than the required supporting 
documents (two letters of recommendation, Arts Scholarship financial information form, and 
school transcript if you’re a student), additional attachments are allowed ONLY to describe special 
circumstances not addressed on the application or financial form. 
 
Title the page “Arts Council Scholarship Application” 
 
Provide your: 
Full name and mailing address (either street or P.O. Box) 
Email address and phone number 
Intended college and major 
 
Answer these seven questions: 
What are your career goals? 
Why did you choose this college? 
What academic awards and achievements are you most proud of? 
What two extracurricular school or community activities are you most proud of? 
What are your special interests?  How do you connect with them? 
How will this scholarship affect your ability to attend college? 
What else do you want us to know about you?
